Classroom Learning News


In Language Arts we worked on persuading other students at Fritz to read some of our favorite books.  In groups, the students read a book and then created a poster advertising the book. They were encouraged to use many different supplies including string and popsicle sticks. In math we learned how to add 3-digit numbers. On St. Patrick’s Day we used Lucky Charms to create 3-digit numbers and then practiced adding them. Of course, we ate some too! We are currently working on subtracting 3-digit numbers. In writing we are working on persuasive stories. We just finished stories persuading the character Scaredy Squirrel to jump or not to jump out of his tree. The stories turned out GREAT! We are going to read them to Mrs. Lutz on Monday, then they should be coming home…you will really enjoy them! We are currently working on “Perfect Pet” stories…watch out for those coming home soon! We are focusing on using better transition words to connect the details throughout the story. I also told the class that they could work on persuasive stories, in their spare time, about a classroom pet if they wanted to – after much begging and pleading on their part for a classroom pet. We’ll have to see about that! In science we finished up a unit about sound, and are now learning about weather from Miss Montgomery. Finally, we had a class meeting about appropriate and not appropriate behaviors at lunch and recess. This has been an issue recently, so hopefully we see a positive change after our discussion.
